Native American Presentation 
65 points
You will be creating a poster presentation on the Native American groups in North America.  The purpose of this activity is to begin to understand the variety of native cultures that the Europeans encountered when they discovered the North America, and we will be focusing particularly on tribes that make an appearance later on in our story of US history.  Your group will be assigned a particular tribe, and your job will be to discover that tribe’s story and culture, and then present what you have learned to the class.  

 Be sure to be neat and make your presentation organized, legible and artistic; these will be a part of your grade.  You may draw objects to illustrate your poster, or print off pictures and paste them on your project.  Be sure to use your own words. Do not simply cut and paste information from the internet in your presentation (that is an integrity violation and you will be penalized for it).  A bibliography of sources must be included in your presentation; be sure to use MLA format as described in your student handbook.  Your presentation should be made up of bullet points of facts and phrases, not paragraphs.  
History – Provide a brief history of the tribe.  Where did they originate?  Did their location change due to European settlement or other reasons?  How did they react to Europeans?  Were they a part of a confederacy of Indian nations?  Did they produce any important and notable chiefs/leaders?  What part did they play in the story of the United States of America?  What is their status as of today? 
Language – tell me about what their language was like, if it was oral or written, did they have an alphabet, glyphs, could they communicate between tribes, etc. 
Basic Needs – this should be broken up in the following 3 sections 


▪Food – what their major sources of food were (animals, plants, etc.) 


▪Clothing – what they wore (materials, men vs. women, etc.) 


▪Shelter – what types of homes they built (materials, permanence, architecture, etc.)
Art – what types of art they had, what they were like, common images, themes, etc. Remember art includes not only pictures and paintings, but music, drama, dance, etc. 
Climate – Provide a map of the US with your tribe’s Geographic area highlighted, including where they started and where (if) they relocated.  What was the climate like in your tribe’s geographic area? This is probably the same climate that the geographic area experiences today.  You can include weather patterns, physical features that affect those weather patterns, average temps, landscape, etc. 
Religion – what did they believe? Be sure to include their core beliefs, how they worshiped, and any ceremonies/rituals that they participated in. 
Social Structure – How were their tribes structured? Who were the decision makers for the tribe?  Did they have a government or a tribal council? How were those people chosen?  Were they grouped in large cities, small tribes, clans, or family groups? Were they a Matrilineal or Patrilineal society? 
Technology – What tools did they develop to make their life easier?  What devices they used for transportation, hunting, farming, etc.
